SYMPHONIC WIND ENSEMBLE
The Sonoma State University Symphonic Wind Ensemble was founded in 2000 by Brian S. Wilson. 
Under the direction of Dr. Andy Collinsworth since 2008, the SSU Symphonic Wind Ensemble 
has garnered a reputation for outstanding performances of contemporary and traditional wind 
repertoire. 

The SWE has collaborated with numerous notable composers such as Viet Cuong, Paul Dooley, 
Shuying Li, John Mackey, Oscar Navarro, and James Stephenson, and musical artists Otis Murphy, 
Mary Evelyn Hangley, Bich-van Ngyuen, and the TC4 Saxophone Quartet. 

Through multiple performances throughout the year, the ensemble regularly engages and connects 
with two-year and four-year colleges and universities and high schools in the San Francisco Bay Area 
region and throughout California. The Symphonic Wind Ensemble has been selected to perform 
at the 2026 CBDNA Western/Northwestern Division Conference, March 18 at the University of 
Nevada, Reno.



BIOGRAPHIES

R. Anderson “Andy” Collinsworth is the Director of Bands 
at Sonoma State University, where he leads the university Symphonic 
Wind Ensemble and Concert Band. Dr. Collinsworth brings a wealth 
of knowledge and experience gained through nearly 35 years of 
experience to the ensembles he leads and the courses he teaches in 
conducting pedagogy and music education.
 
In addition to teaching duties, Dr. Collinsworth serves as Chair of the 
Department of Music at SSU. He has appeared as a guest conductor, 
adjudicator and rehearsal clinician for school ensembles and music 
organizations throughout the country.

 
Dr. Collinsworth leads the annual Sonoma Summer Wind Band Conducting Symposium, and is the 
driving force behind the Sonoma Invitational Wind Band and Orchestra Festival—a signature three-
day event that brings over 2,000 high school students to the SSU campus each year.
 
Dr. Collinsworth has a long history of leadership in several other professional organizations, 
including the College Band Directors National Association (national board member and Western 
Division President, 2014-2020); the California Band Directors Association (Vice President, 2004-
2008); the California Music Educators Association (Bay Section President, 2012-2014); the Northern 
California Band and Choral Directors Association (President, 1998-2000). He was elected to 
membership in the American Bandmasters Association in 2024. He
 
Andy Collinsworth earned his Doctor of Musical Arts (DMA, 2008) degree in Conducting at Arizona 
State University, where he was a student of Gary W. Hill. He holds a Master of Music degree (MM, 
1989) in Saxophone Performance and a Bachelor of Music Education degree (BME, 1987) from the 
University of Nevada at Reno.

Laura Reynolds is an active chamber and orchestral performer 
throughout Northern California. Principal oboist with the Santa 
Rosa Symphony, whose home is here at the Green Music Center, the 
California Symphony, and English horn with Marin Symphony, she has 
also performed with the San Francisco Symphony, Sun Valley Summer 
Symphony, the Carmel Bach Festival, the Virginia Symphony and has 
appeared as soloist with Santa Rosa Symphony, the Sault Symphony 
of Ontario, Canada, the California Symphony, the Symphony of the 
Redwoods and Ukiah Symphony. 

Ms. Reynolds is a chamber music enthusiast and currently serves 
as oboist with Avenue Winds, having also explored trio and quintet repertoire as a long time 
member with Trois Bois and Citywinds.  She is a member of the applied faculty at both Sonoma 
State University and the Pre-College and Continuing Education Divisions at the San Francisco 
Conservatory of Music. A graduate of the University of Michigan and the San Francisco 
Conservatory of Music, her principal teachers were Harry Sargous and William Bennett.



Jeff Robinson is a native of the San Francisco Bay Area. After over 
twenty years with the Houston Symphony and a decade of freelance 
work in New York City, Jeff re-located with his family to the Bay Area.

Mr. Robinson plays principal bassoon with Chautauqua Symphony 
and teaches for their school of music in the summer months and 
recently joined the Faculty at Sonoma State University. He has held 
teaching appointments at University of Houston and Texas Music 
Festival and has given classes at Juilliard, Manhattan School, Ohio 
State, Colburn School and Yale University.  While freelancing in NY, he 
played regularly with NY Philharmonic, the MET Orchestra, St. Lukes 

and NYC Ballet Orchestras.  California musical adventures include work with the San Francisco 
Symphony, Ballet and Contemporary Chamber Ensemble, Oakland, Modesto, San Jose, Monterey 
Symphonies.

A student of Rufus Olivier and Steve Paulson in high school and post-college, Jeff earned a Bachelor 
of Music from the Eastman School studying with K. David Van Hoesen.  A truly horrible golfer, Jeff 
prefers hiking, biking and cooking and makes mountains of bassoon reeds from foraged CA cane.

SONOMA STATE SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA
Now in its 11th season, the Sonoma State Symphony Orchestra is comprised of the finest string, 
wind, brass, and percussion students at Sonoma State and of musicians from the broader Sonoma 
County community. Under the direction of Dr. Alexander Kahn, the Symphony Orchestra performs 
a diverse array of orchestral literature, ranging from the Baroque period to world premieres and 
from classical repertoire to film, opera, and educational works. Soloists are regularly featured, 
including guest artists, faculty soloists, and student soloists chosen through the annual concerto 
competition. 

Membership is through audition only and is open to all students regardless of major as well 
as community members. Auditions are held during the first week of each semester. For more 
information regarding the audition process, please visit the orchestra homepage at http://music.

Alexander Kahn is Professor of Music and Director of Orchestral 
Activities at Sonoma State University. At Sonoma State he directs 
the Sonoma State Symphony Orchestra and teaches courses in 
conducting, music history, musicianship, and general education. 
Alexander came to Sonoma State from Gettysburg College, where he 
was Associate Professor of Music and Director of Orchestral Activities 
at the Sunderman Conservatory of Music. Previous university-level 
orchestras with whom Alexander has worked include the UC Berkeley 
Chamber Orchestra (Founder and Music Director) and the UC 
Berkeley Symphony (Assistant Conductor).

In addition to his work with college-level orchestras, Alexander has worked with professional 
orchestras across the United States and throughout Europe. Currently he serves as Assistant and 
Cover Conductor for both the Santa Rosa Symphony and the San Francisco Symphony and as 
Principal Guest Conductor for the Bay Philharmonic. Previous professional orchestra positions 
he has held include Music Director of the Metta Ensemble (Gettysburg, PA), Cover Conductor 
for the Baltimore Symphony, Staff Conductor for the Spoleto Festival in Charleston, SC, Assistant 
Conductor of the Bamberg Symphony, and Music Director of the Bamberg Collegium Musicum. 

A champion for music education, Alexander is Music Director of the Napa Valley Youth Orchestra. 
He regularly works with young musicians at the Encore Coda Performing Arts Camp (Sweden, 
Maine) and at the Cazadero Performing Arts Camp, and is a frequent guest conductor for middle 
school and high school honor orchestras throughout California. He also serves on the Board of the 
California Orchestra Directors Association (CODA). 

Alexander earned a PhD in Music History from UC Berkeley and remains active as a scholar. His 
book on mindfulness and music, Caring for the Whole Musician, was published by Routledge Press 
in 2023. He lectures and offers workshops on the subject of mindfulness for musicians throughout 
California and beyond.

Alexander’s love of music was inherited from his father, Eugene Kahn, a conductor and educator 
on Long Island. His primary conducting studies were at UC Berkeley with David Milnes and at the 
Peabody Institute with Marin Alsop, Gustav Meier and Markand Thakar. He has also participated in 
workshops with teachers including Larry Rachleff, Kenneth Kiesler, Daniel Lewis and Peter Gülke. 

When not conducting, Alexander enjoys cooking, hiking, reading, and travelling, and spending time 
with his wonderful wife and daughter.
